At the same time last influenza sea-
son, 59 hospitalized influenza cases
were reported.

WRMC re-
ported 98 (26%) positive influenza A specimens, and NRMC report-
ed 85 (23%). PRMC reported 18 cases (5%) and ERMC reported
15 cases (4%).
